Contact Pete &.or Shari, for a virtual adoption at Wynema Ranch:

Figure out what you can donate $5- $500 a month---

Training and Safety is key for adopting.  Haltering Training.  Research your trainers, Wild Horses are very different than Domesticated Horses---.  Check references and verify:  training, theft, etc…

Average s approx $75 an hour.

Usually ask for money up front.  Contact the references: school, the horse they trained, brand inspector, authorities (criminal &/or public), (not just the people they left on resume for references), etc…

Jared, said go early- you never know/ the sellers sometimes lunge the horse (before the buyer comes) to tire them out.  Shari commented that she bought a horse that later his personality changed and she suspected he was drugged.

Pete has some temporary panels and can help house a house temporarily and especially in emergency at his personal house if need be.
