Opening music...—

Craig introduces

Lacy J Dalton

She thanks him and also says hello and get well to Dee Gregory.

They discuss their house mate- to Lacy and Craig: Josh a happy birthday 27 years old and Luna (looks like a miniature pitbull but just a love, we call her Lunatic

Emilyn Roberts with Let Em Run & Eddie Floyd for Shari, Pete Dunham and Jared (14.5 yrs-son of Pete) with the Wynema Ranch.

Emilyn from the Dalton Girls ordering new shirts- some white ones with design is beautiful.  What kind of neck line do you like?

Eddie says his favorite ladies t-shirt is the black one with the white emblem on it.

Pete’s input on the LetEmRun.org open back t-shirts that

Lacy’s panties- let’s face it, she gets into them every day.

---

Lacy and Eddie discuss how they are doing their best try figure out mustang birth control and many baby horses were born.

Eddie says:  Approximately 40 babies over the last 3-4 years.  Last baby was preacher and that was last year.  We are hoping there are no pregnant mares.  There was a stud that wasn’t fully neutered and he fathered many foals.

The panel tells past stories of their baby horses.  They talk about how thankful they are for the keeping the birth rate down and finding forever homes.

Eddie continues: Shari raised Watusi's longest horned bovine in the world.  Zebu African for hump back.  They slept in a circle butt to butt.  Akbashes a Turkish for whitehead (long solid white beautiful dogs).

Jared showed the panel a picture on his phone.

Eddie warns:  Most dangerous animal is a friendly bull.  The bull might just decide to charge.  He has few friends that have been seriously hurt because they trusted their bull (too much).   Commet was a lead cow, so let's say a bull broke thru a fence , the others would follow and Shari could call for Commit, he would follow/come to her and essentially lead the cows back to where she wanted.

Pete Dunham (refering to his son Jared, showing a picture of the Watusi) says, he sees the horns and it kind of reminds him of his wife in the AM.   Lacy murmurs, you better not let your wife hear you talking like that.

---

Lacy mentions: LetEm Run ’s Insurance has gone up by 1/3rd.

Eddie talks about: Closing escrow and Dr. Forsyth and his wife Eireen (sp?) are closing on two Ranches.  Dr. Forsyth wants to help Patients of all kinds: (Veterans, PTSD, Addictions, Special Needs, Etc…)

Lacy discusses, she sees many positive results with horses and she tells about the prison program, she has witnessed and been involved with (mustang gentling and herself teaching guitar lessons).

Emilyn asks Lacy if the prison program are strictly mustangs?  Lacy comments that Nevada calls a stray horse Mustangs.

Lacy tells how the old pioneers brought horses out west and used to turn them out and many intermingled with the mustangs. Some mingled well and many died- there were hundreds and hundreds of horse corpses let out in the mountains after the years.

Pete mentions: Mustang is a generalized term.  Interesting breeding going on.

Eddie continues: Shari raised Cows but prior to that she raised Paint Horses, he first one she got was from the prison.  Their walk- their gate was as if they were human.

Panel talks about how tough these little mustangs really are.  They have tough hoofs, they are fast and strong they are sure footed in the rugged terrain.

Eddie talks about Wynema Ranch is growing a little grass.  Thank you for the rain and the fence.

Wynema Ranch: remolded an old trailer that was on the property and it looks beautiful, thanks to Emilyn and Gene ; New roof, plumbing, etc…great place to have a day party out there.  Bunk house was closed for the winter, call Emilyn for more information, 775.742.5338  great place for a birthday party.  Look out over the property and see many wild horses,  Then closer to the Floyds house: ducks, pigs, mini horses, donkey, chickens, bunny, etc…

Jared teases his dad Pete Dunam for bringing an animal into the house, the talk about a baby horse being able to come in and look around.

Eddie talks about:

Mustang Rescuers and Advocate- Shirley, Palomino, Willis and Wendell and how much they help with the mustangs.

Palomino with (Chillypepper.org) has done sooo much she helps and is informally connected with Willis and more.  Palomino is an essential part of the rescues and has done so much for LetEmRun.

Eddie discusses land surrounding the Wynema Ranch Sancturary - Owned by other people is BLM land.  He has spoken to NV St. Governor Don Gustafson regarding pay the regular lease and protect the mustangs.

Lacy says hello;

Special Guest John Delaney, just arrived into the studio,  a well known horse specialist and Farrier 775. 771. 5500.  John announces: Kailua a baby paint horse who needs a forever home.

Lisa Warfield.  Craig mentions Lisa and her husband Mark adopted a mustang.

Lisa says- Hello, it’s an honor to be here.  Gypse is her name.  She loves her Alpha and is spoiled rotten- the panel laughes.

Gypsy

Is a soral horse and is beautiful.  Her favorite thing is to pet, scratch and play with her.  Lisa is learning to ride, never been around horses and is a little scared of large animals but getting to learn Gypsy and loving her.

Q: Have you ever had any problem from her?  A: No.

A: The only problem is attention-  Gypsy knocks over her water if half full.  She either wants the attention of wants a full bucket.
