Lacy J Dalton thanks Dee Gregory.—

Ladies and Gentleman, the young lady who always says the outside of a horse is good for the inside of a man. Ms. Lacy J Dalton.

Good morning Craig,

Lacy announces her very nice panel of guest:

Professional Horse-men:

Pete- main ranch hand at Wynema Ranch and his son Jared , John Delaney farrier :

Pete welcomes the listeners:

Come out to see the whole environment: trees, air, animals…

He describes the original ranch approx 24,000miles, deer, antelope, coyotes, in the Peterson Mountains,

Lacy mentions:

Rock collectors to collect minerals,

Wynema Ranch has approx 130 wild mustangs; they have been segregated into groups for various reasons, different bands, health, spay/neuter, trained, not trained…

Let them, watch you, know you and know you are part of the group.

With horses it’s not if your going to get hurt, it’s when?  So, know them, respect them.  Success is found in gentling rather than forcing,

Catherine Lahm (sp?)

She has always been a phone call away when ever we’ve needed her.  John Delaney too and a few other local cowboys, Jared says: Doug Quillessy(sp?) & Doug Swift.

Group/Panel discussion:

Pete was talking-

about a rescued Mare re a front foot problem:  he talked about torn tendon and more…

John Delaney talks-

about the proper way to trim the hoofs:

$45-60 about every 6-10 weeks to maintain their feet.

Lacy,

talks about the few mustangs she knows needs maintenance.

She talks about how muddy & slippery it has been.

Also how there are lots of hidden cuts or problems hiding in the mud.

Lacy.

talks about giving a horse a shot –vs- giving a dog a shot.

She learned a lot about horse care when she had her horses with her.

----

Jared mentions,

the horse but heads this time of year.

Lacy asks him, does he know/have a theory of why?

Pete answers,

horses going into spring as what he refers to “hot”.  They are shedding their coat, weather is warming up,

Feeling mating season… They tend to but heads.

John Delany also talks about,

Not good idea to put a coat on your horse.

A horse with a coat on once  will need a coat all winter long.

What may happen to babies born in the yard before their moms are shipped off. The brutal treatment during the slaughter.  The horses on dinner plates.

Palomino talks about:

Rolling Foal hospital, is up and ready to travel.  She told about the late foal Mavericks story and how they wanted so badly to prevent this from happening again. A man was kind enough to fund a trailer, so a generous gift from a  man named Randy from Texas, financed the foal hospital.  She finally got to meet Randy. Palomino describes the horse companies (race and breeders) that are the most prevalent to send the horses to slaughter.
