Palomino and Matt were very keyed from getting 570 terribly abuse and neglected horses of that sanctuary in 30-50 below weather and also improper equipment. These were six long months... Long period of time with awful conditions. When losing a hore is like losing a friend.. Lacy is telling Palomino how sorry she is because Palomino puts a lot of effort to save these horses. 

Emelyn is on the panel and Leslie Adams. 

Leslie: Talks about how the hrse had to love and joy and you just do your best. Got s list of all the sanctuaries in the United States asking them to please help or find people that can help horses with special needs. I got two different rescues that came back and said they would take a blind one. I was happy these people stepped up .. ISPMB made an arrangement with palomino and she would take horses that no one would have ever adopted and  we worked together to get homes for them.

Palomino: You can do anything with wild horses. The rescue in Illinois took shadow (horse). They have an Eco box you can go to their website and check them out. The horses can actually see with Radar or sonar. Aaron is taking frosty. 

Matt got bit by a rattler snake but he is okay. 

I put a video on face book of the horses (shadow) of playing and kicking and people didn’t even know either them were blind. 

Lacy: That's wonderful. 

Her cousin had two blind horses and she loved having them. There other seances seem to really pick up and also with human beings they seem to have a more accurate way in some cases. 

Palomino: Big Black blind stallion not ready to come out yet.  

 The barn was knocked down and no horses were hurt they were lucky.

Leslie:  Told Palomino she know a boys scout group that can do a construction project if she wanted some help.  They’re an  Eagle scalp troop in wynnemmaca looking for a project to do and can help put barn up  help palomino. 

Palomino: Said she would love the help. Also said she was in South Dekota he was a “trainer” and he ended up trying to run the show and lost three of the horses..

they ran around and trainers believe they know how to work with the wild horses but you have to have more training because it is wild animal and it has to be approached in a entire different way. 

Lacy: Talking about how some trainers think they can work with wild horses but it is different the regular horses. People that work with domestic horses have to have more training to work with wild horses. The first thing you have to remember when working with wild horses it is that it is wild and it needs to get over the fear of you it is not like a domestic horse growing up with a human being and needs to be approached differently. It can be a very disastrous thing to have a trainer training wild horses.  

Lacy: What else is going on at Chilli pepper: Matt will be in Illinois and an also at the even in Carson City and also taking horses to Idaho. Some horses are going to a special school with behavioral issues that have had traumas in their life and these horses heal them so much it is a four year program and a lot of the time they get to take their horse home. 

Stormy is a baby that still has internal issues but is doing good for a horse that was dying. The baby horse = has a lot of energy. His blood work was a little off but for the most part he is doing good and he is growing like a weed and he sleeps with a teddy bear. Picture eas put on the website & its very cute. Stormy and another horse will be visiting.

Lacy: Exited to see the horses and meet senator Mark Menando.

Chilli pepper is one of the best advocacy 

 lacy: we have a lot of blind horses that need to be adopted.  Needs to have an area were they cannot get out and if you have great experience they can be wonderful horses.
